PLEASE READ CAREFULLY  
We work hard to make these trips reasonably comfortable for American travelers. However, Steppes of 
Hope trips and travel in provincial Russia may be extremely strenuous and stressful. This trip will  
include long plane, train and bus rides of 8 to 10 hours in duration. At times we will use varying forms 
of public transportation. Travelers will be required to carry their own luggage. Restrooms are not 
usually readily accessible or up to American standards. At times bathroom and shower facilities will be 
dormitory style. Some food served can be high in fat, carbohydrate and sodium content. The housing 
we stay in, facilities we visit and vehicles we travel in will not have air conditioning. There can be a 
considerable amount of walking between locations in addition to climbing many flights of stairs. 
Summer conditions in Russia can be very hot and this might affect your overall strength and energy. 
The air quality on the city streets may be poor. Each trip varies. Please speak with Portage Perspectives 
staff if you have any concerns about your suitability for Steppes of Hope.  
Any of the above factors could aggravate certain health conditions and the medical facilities in 
Russia are limited. We reserve the right to request a medical release statement from your physician.

Portage Perspectives: Statement of Faith 
(Agreement required for participation in and formal partnership with Portage Perspectives teams and 

functions. Please read, sign and date.) 

We adhere to and affirm those historical doctrinal teachings generally agreed upon among all true 

Christians. We allow for a degree of freedom on other doctrinal matters, provided that any interpre-

tation is based solely upon the Bible, and that no such interpretation becomes a divisive issue that 

hinders our ministry efforts and Christian unity. 
 

The Bibleðthe sixty-six books of the Old and New Testamentsðis fully inspired by the Holy 

Spirit and is inerrant in the original manuscripts. It is Godôs special revelation and stands alone as 

the supreme and final authority in all matters on which it speaks. 
 

God: There is one true God, eternally existing in three personsðFather, Son, and Holy Spiritðeach of whom possesses 

equally all the attributes of Deity and the characteristics of personality. God created our Universe by speaking it into being. 

He is Prime Reality and the author of all Truth. He has revealed Himselfðthrough His creation and moralityðin such a way 

that all men are without excuse and fully accountable to Him. 
 

Jesus Christ: Jesus of Nazareth is God, the living Word, who became flesh through His miraculous conception by the Holy 

Spirit and His virgin birth. Therefore, He is perfect Deity and true humanity united in one person forever. He lived a sinless 

life and voluntarily atoned for the sins of men by dying on the cross as their substitute, thus satisfying divine justice and ac-

complishing salvation for all who trust in Him alone. He rose from the dead in the same body, though glorified, in which He 

lived and died. He ascended bodily into heaven and sat down at the right hand of God the Father, where He, the only media-

tor between God and man, continually makes intercession for His own. Jesus Christ will come again to the earthð

personally, visibly and bodilyðto consummate history and the eternal plan of God. 
 

Holy Spirit : The Third Person of the Trinity came into the world to reveal and glorify Christ and to apply the saving work of 

Christ to men. He convicts and draws sinners to Christ, imparts new life to them, continually indwells them from the moment 

of spiritual birth and seals them until the day of redemption. His fullness, power and control are appropriated in the believer's 

life by faith. Every believer is called to live so in the power of the indwelling Spirit that he will not fulfill the lust of the flesh 
but will bear fruit to the glory of God. 
 

Man:  Man was originally created in the image of God. He sinned by disobeying God; thus, he was alienated from his Crea-

tor. That historic fall brought all mankind under divine condemnation. Man's nature is corrupted, and he is thus totally unable 
to please God. Every man is in need of regeneration and renewal by the Holy Spirit. At physical death the believer enters 

immediately into eternal, conscious fellowship with the Lord and awaits the resurrection of his body to everlasting glory and 

blessing. At physical death the unbeliever enters immediately into eternal, conscious separation from the Lord and awaits the 

resurrection of his body to everlasting judgment and condemnation. 
 

Salvation: The salvation of man is wholly a work of God's free grace and is not the work, in whole or in part, of human 

works or goodness or religious ceremony. God imputes His righteousness to those who put their faith in Christ alone for their 

salvation, and thereby justified them in His sight. It is the privilege of all who are born again of the Spirit to be assured of 

their salvation from the very moment in which they trust Christ as their Savior. This assurance is not based upon any kind of 

human merit, but is produced by the witness of the Holy Spirit, who confirms in the believer the testimony of God in His 

written word. 
 

The Church: Jesus Christ is the Head of the Church UniversalðHis Body, which is composed of all men, living and dead, 

who have been joined to Him through saving faith. God admonishes His people to assemble togetherðthe church localð

regularly for worship, for participation in ordinances, for edification through the Scriptures and for mutual encouragement. 
 

Manôs Purpose: The ultimate purpose of man is to love God and enjoy Him forever. God has chosen man to proclaim His 

gospel. This is manifested in many ways with diverse methodology. We choose to focus our work, in close partnership with 

like minded followers of Christ, around Micah 6:8:
